Johnny Land, Mercy’s
beloved choral teacher and
musical director, passed
away on Sunday, October
23. He is loved and
remembered by the Mercy
community, his family and

friends,  not only for his musical gifts but for his generous
collaboration.

He was born in Texas in 1933, completed his education at San
Francisco State University with a BA in English Literature and a
MFA in English Literature and Fine Arts. He served his country in
the Armed Forces and was stationed in Germany. When he
returned to San Francisco he became an awarding winning choral
director and composer, including an original musical:  In Search of
a Legend which was enjoyed by many in Mercy’s community.
Johnny Land’s career also included award winning world tours
and record albums. For 30 years he was a teacher and musical
director at Lowell High School.

After his ‘retirement’, Johnny joined Mercy’s faculty in 2002,
where in addition to teaching choral classes, he realized one of
his longtime dreams: to bring his favorite musical Les Miserables
to the stage. Additional retirement dedications included giving
private vocal and piano lessons as well as musical directorship
for several Bay Area churches, as well as community stage
productions.

His funeral at the First Friendship Institutional Baptist Church in
San Francisco included many loving tributes from former
students, current students, family and friends. A choir comprised
of over 30 Mercy students and graduates sang in his memory. In
eulogy, Vanessa Gail Bondoc ‘07, even sang a song she had
composed for him the night before because she ‘couldn’t sleep’.

Those who know Johnny are sure he is now filling heaven with
his beautiful voice and admonishing the choir of angels to “listen
to each other stay in-tune.”
